Profile of Konta Makalbeng 

• Konta Makalbeng is a deprived community 
located at about 120 km from Freetown, 
the capital city.

• Three villages make up this community: 
Konta, Makelbeng and Maworoh

• The community has a population of 2400 
inhabitants with 62 houses

• It is situated at an off set 4 km from the 
main Freetown to Bo highway.



Infrastructure 

• There is no school in the community so 
children attend a school which is about 
two and half miles away.

• There is no clinic, no protected water 
source, no drying floor, no community 
centre

• Inhabitants fetch water for drinking from 
nearby streams

Livelihood 

• Inhabitants are all subsistence farmers who grow rice, 
cassava and groundnuts.

• Most parents cannot afford school charges for their 
children. There is therefore a high number of school age 
children who do not go to school.

• Most of the children who go to school cannot afford 
school uniforms.

• The women are responsible for fetching water for the 
homes.

• There are only two literate persons in the community 
who serve as secretaries for the project participants 
supported by Heifer.



Heifer’s  intervention

• Heifer is supporting families who have organized 
themselves into a group.

• They have received training in  leadership, animal 
wellbeing, the twelve cornerstones and livestock and 
crop integration practices.

• They have received 4 goats each, 1 male and 3 
females which they are rearing. 

• They also received one bushel of seed rice each. 
• They have passed on 20% of the off spring of these 

animals to other members of the community and will 
be passing on the seed rice after harvest



Treatment of animals







Challenges 

• There is an absence of clean drinking water 
for both humans and animals.

• There are frequent reports of diarrhea and 
other water borne diseases in the 
community particularly during the dry 
season.

• This problem is less severe during the rains 
when they depend on rain water for 
drinking. 
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
