The Water for Life (W4L) Project is aimed at 
addressing the perennial shortage of water in 
most of Heifer Sierra Leone’s operational 
communities.  Through partnership with the 
Westerville Community United Church of Christ 
in Columbus, Ohio, Heifer Sierra Leone has 
succeeded in bringing water to four communities 
that had hitherto been deprived of portable and 
regular source of water.
